	Required Data for Programs Currently Certified at Advanced Level

	1. For a selection of high-risk or high-demand courses, obtain the grades earned by participating students, given a minimum number of sessions (usually 3 or more).  Next, group and analyze this data in one or more of the following ways:
a. Non-participants’ grades in the designated course(s).

b. Participating students’ self-reports of the grade they think they would have earned if they had not participated.

c. Participating students’ course completion rates for the courses in which they received assistance.  [Persistence through the course.]

d. Grade distributions for participating students, grouped into successful completers versus unsuccessful completers versus non-completers.  (The program will define “successful.”  Suggestions include C or better, D or better, still in progress, and so on.)

e. The distribution of grades according to the number of sessions attended.
